LOOK WHERE YOU'RE GOING

Always be alert to the area around you and watch
where you are driving. Be careful that you don't get
pinned or crushed between the truck and a fixed
object such as a wall or post.

USE YOUR TRUCK CAREFULLY

e Watch your hands and your feet. A foot or hand
caught between the truck and a fixed object will be
crushed or even cut off.

¢ Keep to the side of the truck while traveling power
unit first. Make certain the truck won't hit the back of

your leg or foot. Don't let the truck run over your foot.

e [f traveling forks first, keep both hands on the control
handle and be careful when changing direction of
travel. Keep your feet clear of the truck.

¢ Keep your truck under control at all times. Operate
at a speed that allows you to stop safely. Be even
more careful on slippery or uneven surfaces. Do not
run over objects on the floor.

¢ Perform all truck movements smoothly and at a speed
that will give you time to react in an emergency.

AVOID FALLS AND TIPOVERS

Tipovers and falls are very serious accidents, you can
be crushed or even killed. The best way to prevent
injury is to know where you are at all times and follow
the rules of safe truck operation.

¢ Be extremely careful when working around docks,
dockboards and trailers.

e Stay away from the edge of docks and ramps.
e Make sure dockboards are secure.

e Check that trailer wheels are chocked or the trailer is
locked to the dock.

¢ Travel with the load or forks close to the ground.
Watch for overhead obstructions. Perform all truck
movements smoothly and at a speed that will give
you time to react in an emergency.

e An unloaded truck can tip over also. You must be
just as careful using an unloaded truck as you are
using a loaded one.

USE YOUR TRUCK SAFELY

e Keep your hands and feet away from all moving
parts such as masts, chains, forks or wheels. Make
sure the load backrest is in place, if your truck has
that option.

¢ Never stand on or under the forks, or allow anyone
else to stand on or under them. The only way to lift
Eeople is with an approved platform. Never ride on
he truck or let anyone else ride. There is no safe
place to sit or stand.
¢ Before you leave your truck:
e Lower the forks to the floor.

¢ Shut the truck off with the key or disconnect
the battery.

Your truck could tip over, in any direction, if a load
is shifted to the front or side of a pallet or container.
Make certain your load is centered and evenly
distributed.

Capacity may be reduced as lift height G increases.
For example: On the sample plate, 1587kg (3500 Ib) can
be lifted to 2794mm (110 in.). But above 2794 (110),

to 3360 (132), capacity is reduced from 1587 (3500) to
1270 (2800).

Capacity is reduced as load center Q increases.

For example: On the sample plate, 1587kg (3500 Ib) can
be lifted if the load center is 600mm (24 in.) But if the
load center is increased to 800mm (32 in.), capacity is
reduced from 1587 (3500) to 1417 (3125).

TRUCKWEIGHT

Dockboards, elevators and some floors have limited
capacity. Check your capacity plate for the weight
of your truck. Remember to add the weight of the
load you have on the forks. Make certain you use the
correct units of measure.

TRUCKTYPE

Some truck types are not permitted in areas where
there are fire hazards. Watch for marked areas. For
example: You must not drive a type E or ES truck into
an area restricted to EE or EX trucks.

The green bars show how much charge is left.

Displays truck information such as: hours of
operation, event codes along with instructions,
battery charge and other data. Anytime you hear
a beep, or if the truck slows down or won't work,
check the message panel for instructions.

PERFORMANCE SETTING

Indicates the level that your company has
programmed this truck to operate at.

KEY SWITCH

Turn the truck on by placing the control handle vertical
and turning the key to ON (green dot).

Turn the truck off by turning the key to OFF (red dot).
Always turn the key to off when leaving the truck.

Note: You may be required to log on with your personal
PIN number. If your truck has that option, your
company will assign you a number and instruct you in
it's use.

POWER DISCONNECT

Anytime the truck isn’t working correctly, first stop
the truck and then press the power disconnect to cut
power to all truck functions.

Don’t use your truck. Notify your supervisor.

Pull up to reconnect the battery.

Braking & Brake Override
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BRAKING

Move the control handle all the way down or all the
way up to apply the brake.

When you let go of the control handle it will
automatically go to the upper braking position. Check
braking before you start working.

BRAKE OVERRIDE

If you must move your truck while in a confined area,
this feature allows you to override the brake and drive
slowly while the handle is in the upper "Brake On"
area.

With the handle in the "Brake Override" zone of the
braking area, first put the forward/reverse rocker in
neutral, and then move it to the direction you want to
travel.

Watch your feet. Make sure you don't get pinned
between the truck and a fixed object. Stay out of the
path of travel.

Be careful turning while traveling forks first. The power
unit will swing wide in the opposite direction. Make
sure you have clearance, and watch out for people in
the area.

SLOW DOWN FOR SPILLS ORWET FLOORS

Powder or liquid spills can cause slippery floors.
Slow down or you could lose control of steering and
braking. Be careful and allow for a longer stopping
distance.

Don't run over objects on the floor.

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TRAVEL

Move either Forward/Reverse Rocker in the direction
you want to travel.

The farther you move the rocker from the neutral
position, the faster the truck will move.

HIGH TRAVEL SPEED

For high travel speed, turn the travel speed switch

to the high speed position (Q), and move either
Forward/Reverse Rocker to the maximum travel speed
position.

PLUGGING

Plugging is another way to slow down your truck.
While the truck is moving, in either direction, move
either Forward/Reverse rocker through neutral to the
opposite direction of travel.

Plugging will not hurt your truck.

REVERSING BUTTON

If you accidentally hit the reversing button while
working in close quarters, the truck will move in the
direction of the forks for a short time or until the button
is released.

Be careful. The reversing button cannot prevent all
injuries.

HORN

Push the switch on the underside of either grip to
sound the horn. Use it to warn pedestrians and other
drivers.

Use your horn when you come to an intersection or a
crosswalk.

Check that all controls work smoothly.

Be sure your truck, with load, isn't too
heavy for where you are driving.

Properly install jack stands under the front of the
trailer when a tractor is not attached.

Make sure the load you are moving is stable.
Spread the forks as far as you can and center the
load. Insert the forks as far under the load as you
can. Be even more careful with long, high or wide
loads. They can be less stable.

Don't take your truck onto an elevator unless you
are authorized. Check the capacity or load limit and
make sure there are no people present. Enter forks
first and set the brake.

BE CAREFUL TRAVELING ON RAMPS AND GRADES

POWER SOURCES
Your truck can be designed to use the following power
sources:

¢ Flooded Lead Acid Batteries

e Lithium-ion Batteries
If your truck is equipped with a V-Force Lithium-ion
battery, see the data plate installed on your truck.

Only Crown approved power sources are permitted
to be used in your truck. Only authorized service
personnel are permitted to modify the power source
installed in your truck.

See the power source data plate for the approved
power source installed in your truck.

Note: Follow the manufacturer’s specification and
instructions when handling power sources.

WORKING WITH POWER SOURCES

Your company should provide an area that is safe to
work on power sources. Use that area for all power
source work and charging.

¢ Do not charge or refuel a power source unless you
are trained and authorized.

¢ Do not remove or install a power source unless you
are trained and authorized.

Lithium-ion Batteries

LITHIUM-ION BATTERIES

For trucks equipped with a V-Force Lithium-ion
battery, the energy status is shown on the truck
display.

Trucks qualified and approved to operate with another
lithium-ion battery can have a separate display. Use
the display installed on the battery to see the energy
status.

BEFORE CHARGING POWER SOURCES

¢ Read the instructions for the charger and power
source.

e Make sure that the charger has the correct voltage
and amperage for the power source.

¢ Only charge a power source in an authorized area.

CHARGING A V-FORCE™ LITHIUM-ION BATTERY

1. Turn off your truck. Do not disconnect the battery.

2. Pull out the extension cord and plug it into the AC
outlet.

3. Follow the charging instructions for the V-Force
lithium-ion battery.

AVOID DAMAGING THE POWER SOURCE

Do not operate trucks with lithium-ion batteries in
freezing temperatures. Do not leave trucks in freezing
temperatures.

Always follow the battery manufacturer’s instructions.

¢ Check the charging lights on the console.

WHAT THE LIGHTS MEAN

¢ A steady yellow light means there is power to the
charger. If the light does not come on, or goes out,
make sure the AC outlet is working and the extension
cord is OK.

¢ A flashing yellow light means something is wrong
with a battery or the charger. Notify your supervisor.

e A flashing green light means the charger is working.
¢ A steady green light means charging is finished.

31 Charging Power Sources

¢ Make sure the truck key switch is turned OFF and all
controls are in the off or neutral position.

¢ For a built-in charger, make certain the AC outlet is
the same voltage as the battery charger.

¢ For an external charger, make certain the charger is
the same voltage and amperage as your battery(s).

Read the battery charger instructions.

Be sure the charger is turned OFF before connecting
the battery to the charger. Otherwise you might
create a spark which could cause a battery

to explode.

BATTERY RETAINERS MUST BE IN PLACE

The battery could slide out if retainers are not in place.
Check that both retainers are installed before operating
your truck.

Flooded Lead Acid Batteries

WHEN YOU INSTALL OR CHANGE AN INDUSTRIAL BATTERY
¢ Turn the truck OFF and disconnect the battery.
e Make certain you use the correct size and weight

battery. Never operate a truck that has an
underweight or undersized battery installed.

¢ Never let anything metal touch the top of the cells.

¢ Use an approved spreader bar to place a battery in,
or remove it from, the battery compartment. Make
sure you adjust the spreader bar hooks to fit
the battery.

¢ Connect the new battery. Turn the truck ON and
check truck operation.

USING A ROLLER STAND

If you use a roller stand to install or remove a battery
make sure the roller stand is the same height as the
rollers in the truck's battery compartment. Also make
sure the roller stand is at least as long as your battery.

AFTER INSTALLING YOUR BATTERY
e Replace the battery retainer. Make certain the
retainer is properly installed.

¢ Connect the battery. Turn the truck ON and check
truck operation.

You could cause sparks or do damage to the battery.
Use an insulator (such as plywood) when necessary.

A\ Know the Hazards

A DANGER

Batteries can produce explosive gas. Do

not smoke, use open flame, or create an arc or
sparks near this battery. Ventilate well when in an
enclosed area and when charging.

This battery contains Sulfuric Acid which causes
severe buns. Do not get in eyes, on skin, or
clothing. In case of contact, flush immediately and
thoroughly with water. Get medical attention if your
eyes are affected.

TRUCK BATTERIES CAN BE DANGEROUS

Your truck battery produces gas that can explode.
It also contains acid that could burn or disfigure you.
